1.
Apologies were received from Cllrs. Daniel and Florence.  Cllr. Facey would have to leave at 8.30pm.
2.
Cllr. Whatty declared an interest in agenda item 7d (Vicarage Hill development).

3.
Helen Whatty, Charles Addison and Roger Mitchell spoke on agenda item 7d, urging the Council to maintain their 
objection to the Vicarage Hill planning application.  Jo Harley of Gilbert & Goode, the applicant, summarised the 
benefits of the scheme as now proposed.  

Lisa McLeod spoke on agenda item 7a, against the proposed demolition and replacement of Centernhay Cottage.

Richard Alton spoke on agenda item 7c, objecting to the proposed extension of Rowards.

Proposed by Cllr. Shephard, Seconded by Cllr. Morgan that the minutes of the meeting held on 19 September 2019 
be accepted.

5.
To receive the Clerk’s report.

· The police website shows 7 crimes reported in August as follows: 5 x violence and sexual offences (under 
investigation in Chapel Street, River Street car park, The Cliff and Portmellon car park, and investigation complete 
but no suspect identified in River Street car park); 1 x shoplifting (under investigation near River Street car park); 1 x 
anti-social behaviour in West Wharf);

· Letters of thanks were received from the Cornwall Air Ambulance Trust and the Merlin Centre for grants made;

· Eight expressions of interest in allotments had been received (plus one from a neighbouring parish).  Members were asked to consider whether any suitable land might be available and report at the next meeting;
· Old Road will be closed 21-22 October between the Tregiskey crossroads and the mini-roundabout for jetting works;

· The Planning Authority had disagreed with the Council’s reasons for objecting to PA19/07066 (roof balcony at 28 Tregony Hill) and the Council voted 5:4 to ‘agree to disagree’ rather than call the application in to committee;
· The letter sent to the owner of Steep House as instructed had produced no reply to date;
· Following a report from Cllr. Simpson that work had resumed on Steep House with several deliveries of stone having been made, Planning Enforcement said that the outstanding enforcement case was unchanged and that the case officer would be made aware of this development.

6.
The Ward Member presented his report, including that:
· He has reported broken benches at Penwarne Lane and Cliff Park and awaits action by Cormac;

· He has obtained agreement from Highways for a footway improvement in Wesley Court to improve pedestrian access (see agenda item 15);

· Surfers Against Sewage’s Autumn Clean week includes a Mevagissey Harbour Clean at 10am on Friday 25th October.  All welcome, meet at the Jetty;

· He received complaints from residents of Cliff Street and Battery Terrace about access being restricted by parking on Cliff Street, and advised them to ask the Council to include this area in the next Community Highways Scheme;

· Following a meeting with the Surgery, Cllr Roberts and CC’s Director of Communities, the Director is considering ways of devolving Kiers Carpark to the Parish Council in the future;

· He, with Cllr Roberts, met the Business Partner for the Surgery who confirmed that the transition to the new owners (Veor) had gone very well, with a new salaried GP and 2 urgent care practitioners due to start soon and further recruitment for a Community Psychiatric Nurse, a Physiotherapist, and multiple Practice Nurses. They attributed the ease of filling vacancies to the high profile of the surgery following the Mevagissey SOS Campaign;

· The shed at Trewinney has finally been handed over to the Feast Week Committee along with a small devolution fund from Cornwall Council;

· The Mevagissey Community Action Group was again recognised at the recent Cornwall Community Volunteer Awards at the Eden Project. Thanks to everyone who volunteers and particularly Cllr Blackmore, who was recognised, and also Aza Adlam who was recognised as an ‘unsung hero’ in that category;

· Finally, he was delighted to be shortlisted, along with five others, for the Community Champion Award as part of the Local Government Information Unit Awards 2019, from among hundreds of councillors nominated across the country. The awards ceremony is on 5th November.

To consider Planning Applications.

7a.
PA19/08137 : Proposed demolition and replacement of existing dwelling.  Centernhay Cottage 1 Tregoney Court Mevagissey PL26 6RN.  Proposed by Cllr. Facey, Seconded by Cllr. Morgan that the Council objects to the proposal which would be overbearing and cause a loss of privacy for neighbouring properties, and would be out of character and not sympathetic with its surroundings (NDP Policy D1 - Development proposals will be supported where they harmonise with their surroundings [and] do not intrude into prominent views).

PA19/08437 : Erection of single storey orangery to rear of property.  9 Polkirt Heights Mevagissey St Austell Cornwall PL26 6TT.  Proposed by Cllr. Facey, Seconded by Cllr. Hereward that the Council objects to the proposal.  The property has no permitted development rights, lies within the Conservation Area, and is highly visible from the harbour area and beyond (NDP Policy HC1 - Development in Conservation Areas will be supported where it preserves or enhances the historic character and appearance and complies with National Policy and Policy 24 of the Cornwall Local Plan).

PA19/08522 : Proposed extension. Rowards Chapel Point Lane Portmellon Mevagissey St Austell Cornwall PL26 6PP.  Proposed by Cllr. Shephard, Seconded by Cllr. Blackmore that the Council objects to the application.  The size and design of the proposed development is not in keeping with this Area of Special Character (NDP Policy HC2).  There is also a lack of clarity about the nature of the proposed art gallery and exhibition room.  A revised design with less bulk and more in keeping with the character of the area is likely to be more acceptable.

PA18/09651 : Residential development comprising 26 units.  Land At Vicarage Hill Mevagissey (to reconsider following revisions to submitted plans).  Cllr. Whatty left the meeting for the duration of this item, having declared an interest.  Proposed by Cllr. Shephard, Seconded by Cllr. Facey that the Council maintains its objection to this application.  The proposed development would have a very substantial impact on the AONB and, being on a ridgeline, would be very difficult to screen.  There would also be a substantial increase in traffic which would negatively impact residents dependent on Vicarage Hill for access to their properties.  Previous phases of development by the applicant were set lower and were far less obtrusive, whereas this would be highly visible from all directions, particularly because of its scale. It should be noted that government advice in this area seems to be more suited to suburban environments and therefore of limited relevance here.

PA19/05311 | Submission of details to discharge conditions 5, 8 and 9 in respect of decision notice PA18/08553. | Land Adjacent 38 Kiln Close Mevagissey PL26 6TP (to reconsider following site visit).  Proposed by Cllr. Gann, Seconded by Cllr. Blackmore that the Council is content to withdraw its previous objection on condition that the gabions be filled with Cornish stone and plugged with appropriate plantings, and remain unclad; and that the existing screening from trees along the south-western edge of the site is extended with further plantings of trees of comparable maturity.

Proposed by Cllr. Barron, Seconded by Cllr. Nathan that a grant of £200 be paid to ‘Little Nippers’ for the purchase of gifts for children attending the annual Christmas party in the Social Club on 14th December.
