Apologies were received from Cllrs. Hereward, Robinson and Daniel.
2.
There were no declarations of interest or gifts.
3.
Proposed by Cllr. Morgan, Seconded by Cllr. Facey that the minutes of the meeting held on 16 January 2020 be 
accepted.

4.
The Council considered Cornwall Council’s proposed 2020 Off-Street Parking Order.  Proposed by Cllr. Morgan, 
Seconded by Cllr. Simpson that the Council believes all charges should remain unchanged.

5.
Proposed by Cllr. Shephard, Seconded by Cllr. Facey that the Council should withdraw its objection to planning 
application PA19/08688 (Longpoint solar panels).

The Chairman reported that the Harbour Trustees were proposing to install a water bottle refilling facility, with 
funding from the Coastal Fountain Fund; and that the ideal site was next to the West Wharf public toilets. There is 
conflicting evidence as to whether this site is owned by the Harbour Trustees or the Parish Council, but either way 
the facility would tap into the toilet block’s water supply.  Proposed by Cllr. Facey, Seconded by Cllr. Gann that 
the Council agrees in principle with the proposal.

Proposed by Cllr. Gann, Seconded by Cllr. Shephard that the Council should pursue agreement with Cornwall 
Council on a package of devolved services for the purpose of securing the income from their car parks for the benefit 
of the Parish.

The following services were identified as possible candidates for inclusion in a devolution package:

· Trewinney Cemetery (maintenance only)
· Mevagissey Closed Cemetery

· St Peter’s Churchyard

· Valley Road recreation ground / play area
· Valley Road triangle (opposite play area)

· Pentillie field and play area
· Lamorak play area
· Battery Terrace triangle (by junction with Cliff Street) and grassed areas adjacent to the coast path
· Jubilee Hall (but only with the freehold)
· West Wharf toilets

· Valley Road toilets

· Cliff Park (a.k.a. Hitlers Walk)
· War memorial and garden
· Road sweeping

· Verges

· Footpaths
· Recycling skips on Valley Road

Cornwall Council will be asked to provide full details of these services, including detailed costs (including 
management costs) and scope of service for each, on receipt of which a further extraordinary meeting will be called.

Proposed by Cllr. Shephard, Seconded by Cllr. Gann that the Council should write to the Ward Member regarding 
the surgery, expressing concern at feedback received and performance observed, and asking the Ward Member to 
take this up with the appropriate authority.
